We will be making our Good Friday trip to Lindsborg, April 2nd for St. Matthew's 

Passion. We will gather at the church after the noon Good Friday service for those 

wishing to go then, some will  not be coming up till supper time. We do need an 

idea on the number that are interested so we can set aside a block of tickets. This 

is a traditional trip to observe this somber day during Holy Week.  

Johann Sebastian Bach wrote ñSt. Matthew Passionò in the 1720s. The passion is 
a retelling of the story of Christ's crucifixion set to music. ñSt. Matthew Passionò is a 
remarkable piece of music for many reasons. It is not only rich in music, but in 
drama as well. The music's complexity ranges from difficult arias and recitatives to 
simple chorales, not to mention the double choir and orchestra. 
 
The text of ñSt. Mathew Passionò is taken from three different sources. The main 
text is from the book of Matthew in the Bible and the others from German poetry 
and hymns, which Bach entwines into the score. Together, with the texts and 
Bach's somber meditative music, ñSt. Matthew Passionò is an appropriate work to 
be performed on Good Friday.

ESS was 
chosen after ilnterviews and consultation with staff and with Barbara Hull, a member of 
Partners for Wichita, of Reformation Lutheran Church, who coordinates meal service on 
a daily basis at Venture House.  

  

ESS programs 
include a Food Outreach program, Employment Center, Youth Outreach, Behavioral 
Health, and Representative Payee to help people manage benefits. ESS has a staff of 
20 and 178 community volunteers. Monies and volunteers are always needed for this 
important arm of help and service in Wichita.

ELCA Gifts to Support Recovery 
Efforts in Haiti Exceed $4.6 Million

CHICAGO (ELCA) -- Since the earthquake in Haiti one 
month ago, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America 
(ELCA) has received over 27,000 gifts totaling more than 

$4.2 million to support humanitarian relief efforts in Haiti. According to ELCA Treasurer 
Christina Jackson-Skelton, the ELCA received an additional $320,000 in a matching 
grant from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, bringing the overall total to more than $4.6 
million in gifts to the ELCA. 
"We've seen a phenomenal response," said the Rev. Daniel Rift, director, ELCA World 
Hunger and Disaster Appeal. Rift said members of the ELCA have been "faithful in their 
giving, bearing witness to the hope for the Lutheran church and communities in Haiti."
